Dear Parishioners and Friends

Let us continue to keep Pope Francis in our prayers. He is still in hospital in Rome
and reports continue to tell us of his critical condition. No doubt, before going into
hospital he had prepared some thoughts for the beginning of Lent. Here is a
summary of his message for Lent 2025.

Godm 138

Dear brothers and sisters,

We begin our annual pilgrimage of Lent in faith and hope with the penitential rite of
the imposition of ashes. [...]

This Lent, as we share in the grace of the Jubilee Year, | would like to propose a few
reflections on what it means to journey together in hope, and on the summons to
conversion that God in his mercy addresses to all of us, as individuals and as a
community.

First of all, to journey. The Jubilee motto, “Pilgrims of Hope”, evokes the lengthy
journey of the people of Israel to the Promised Land, as recounted in the Book of
Exodus. This arduous path from slavery to freedom was willed and guided by the
Lord, who loves his people and remains ever faithful to them. It is hard to think of
the biblical exodus without also thinking of those of our brothers and sisters who in
our own day are fleeing situations of misery and violence in search of a better life for
themselves and their loved ones. A first call to conversion thus comes from the
realization that all of us are pilgrims in this life; each of us is invited to stop and ask
how our lives reflect this fact. Am | really on a journey, or am | standing still, not
moving, either immobilized by fear and hopelessness or reluctant to move out of my
comfort zone? [...]

Second, to journey together. The Church is called to walk together, to be synodal.
Christians are called to walk at the side of others, and never as lone travellers. The
Holy Spirit impels us not to remain self-absorbed, but to leave ourselves behind and
keep walking towards God and our brothers and sisters. Journeying together means
consolidating the unity grounded in our common dignity as children of God (cf. Gal
3:26-28). It means walking side-by-side, without shoving or stepping on others,
without envy or hypocrisy, without letting anyone be left behind or excluded. Let us
all walk in the same direction, tending towards the same goal, attentive to one
another in love and patience. [...]

Third, let us journey together in hope, for we have been given a promise. May the
hope that does not disappoint (cf. Rom 5:5), the central message of the Jubilee, be
the focus of our Lenten journey towards the victory of Easter. [...]

St Anne’s Church Tower Refurbishment

On the 5th of January 2025 work started on the refurbishment of the Church
Tower which will last at least16 weeks. Due to the amount of work required and
the need for complete compliance with Health and Safety requirements there will
be restrictions in place for the whole period.

Outline of restrictions

Prescot Road entrance to church grounds (NO PEDESTRIAN ACCESS MONDAY TO
FRIDAY)

Church rear car park (NO PARKING ON WEEKDAYS drop off/pickup only AT
SCHOOL START AND FINISH TIMES)

Church rear car park parking only for Saturday Vigil Mass and Sunday Mass
Footways around the church (closed)

Rear sacristy door (limited access)
Graveyard to left of rear turning circle (limited access during material deliveries)

Graveyard to right of rear turning and side of church (limited access during the
hours of 8:00 and 17:00)

We would really appreciate if all staff, parents, pupils and visitors could make the
effort to avoid using the car parking areas to reduce the chance of bottle necks
and leave space for those who really need to use the car park and the contractors
to complete the work without hindrance.

Could you also please keep clear of the area around the Tower scaffolding once
erected.

Please observe the yellow and red NO parking areas in the car park and DO NOT
PARK in front of the entrance and emergency exit doors and walkways at anytime.
If you have any queries please contact the parish office in the first instance giving
